SECOND COLLECTION Hook Infant School 
On 1st August much of Hook experienced flash flooding. The 
effects of this were severely felt at the heart of the commu-
nity in Hook Infants School. Almost all of the classrooms, the 
school hall, the library, corridors and the office were                              
underwater, in some places up to a foot deep. 
 

Whilst insurance will cover carpets, furniture, and                             
decoration, there is so much else which is not covered                      
including books, toys, soft furnishings, paper and other                          
materials. In a few weeks there will be appeals for donations 
of items, but at the moment the school is not ready to take 
them. 
 

In the meantime, the Hook Schools Community Association 
(the PTA, a registered charity) has launched a fundraising 
page to raise funds for Hook Infants to be used to replace 
resources which are not covered by insurance. The school 
budgets are already very tight, and every pound raised will 
ensure the school can continue to deliver a fantastic learning 
environment for the children.

NEW SCAM 
The following has be shared by the Archdiocese of Birmingham 
Please be on the lookout for a new scam and share with your parishioners, especially those who may have travelled with                         
a religious event organiser.  
We believe that parishioners who have travelled with an independent travel company, on tours to religious sites are being 
targeted. 
Fraudsters pretending to be from the travel company are writing to parishioners who have travelled on a religious tour                 
asking for donations. They are saying they have fallen on hard times and provide their bank account details so people can 
make a donation. 
Please do not make a donation – this is a scam. 
If you have made a donation, please report it to the police at Action Fraud on telephone number 0300 123 2040 or online at 
actionfraud.police.uk and report it to your bank. (Dial 159 to be automatically connected to your bank’s fraud prevention 
service). 
If you receive any correspondence or emails from any travel company, asking for money, don't make any payments and               
report it to the police at Action Fraud.

MESSAGE FROM FR JOHN LEE - THE SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION 2025 AND BEYOND:  
Parishes have been notified of a change that Bishop Philip Egan is introducing to the celebration of Confirmation  from 2025 
onwards. The Sacrament of Confirmation in the Pastoral Areas will be celebrated once every two years. The venue for Confir-
mation will alternate between the Cathedral and a large church in the Pastoral Area. The next year Confirmation will be cele-
brated for Basingstoke Pastoral Area - Holy Ghost & St Bede's; St Joseph's; Sacred Heart, Hook & St Michael's, Tadley - will be 
2026. The Sacrament of Confirmation that year will be celebrated at St John's Cathedral, Portsmouth. In light of this change, 
new Confirmation programmes won't begin in September as they normally would. Details of the next Pastoral Area Confir-
mation programmes will follow in due course.
