In
any event, it now seems likely that | will face surgery, in the hope further deterioration may be halted. You will be
kept posted, if not by me personally. My mobile phone/email etc is being 'looked after' for the moment, just to
make you aware. My sisters, and colleagues, are taking it in turns to stay with me during this period. So I'm being
utterly spoiled, truth be told.

God's Grace always precedes any decision we
think we make to receive it, in order to follow the Lord. The current experience is taking me back to basics, rather
dramatically, reminding me how to receive again. Thus, | am grateful, so grateful, to you all for your prayers, good
