First Sunday of Lent – Year C – 2025 
 

Led by the Spirit. I don’t know whether I have gone down with a dose of Homebirditis? J It’s strange. I’m not at all 
interested in travelling. After reflection, I think there may be at least two reasons for this. First, I love being in my 
flat. For so many years I have been a bit of a nomad, but now I have a place to call home, I just don’t want to 
leave it. Second, trust. Travelling anywhere these days you’re dependant on so many to get anywhere. I prefer to 
be self-sufficient not having to rely on anyone else.  
Yet,  
“Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, left the Jordan and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness,” 
The perfect human being we revere in the Lord Jesus, allowed himself to be led, led by the Spirit. This means we 
too MUST allow ourselves to be led, by the same Holy Spirit, if we are to travel in the direction of our eternal 
home.  
Lent began a couple of days ago with the words, ‘Remember thou art dust, and unto dust thou shalt return.’ In 
the ashes we are reminded of the journey we are already on. We are reminded of our need to be led to heaven, 
by God’s Grace.  
Let us pray for each other, that we may embrace this opportunity to be Grace-full and resist the temptation to 
‘stay at home’ spiritually. We must be led by the God who has already saved us by: Listening to Him more than 
ever; by instinctively denying ourselves in favour of others; and in the way we lavish generosity on people these 
coming weeks.
